Dear Delegate/Senator:

We were relieved to hear that the House of Delegates has indicated that it will drop its proposal to change the rebenchmarking process.  We urge you to resist efforts to reinstate any parts of these proposed changes into the state budget
The proposals to change the rebenchmarking process would have had long-term detrimental effects on the quality of education, local finances and real estate taxpayers. If these changes had been adopted, the state's financial commitment to public education would steadily and increasingly erode over time.  

Please resist any attempt to reinstate any portions of the proposed changes on rebenchmarking, including the proposal to discount local salary increases, to cap inflation and to increase the deduction of federal revenues in the calculation of state and local effort.
