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House, Senate budget amendments scrutinized

Overview


The House and Senate are scheduled to adopt their respective budget packages today.  The chairmen of the House Appropriations and Senate Finance Committees have basically declared their amendments are little more than placeholders until a new state revenue forecast is released next week and a federal stimulus package is passed by Congress and signed by the president.  
In an unexpected move in Richmond today, the Senate approved a resolution delaying the adoption of its amendments until Feb. 18 so that the revenue reforecast and stimulus package can be figured into the budget.  The House started debating its budget today, but may end up taking the same delay measures as the Senate.  

The impact of the upcoming revenue forecast and federal stimulus package on the state budget cannot be overemphasized.  The general fund revenue forecast is almost certain to drop.  The decrease will likely be in the hundreds of millions of dollars, resulting in even more cuts to the state budget.  The federal stimulus bill might ameliorate a portion of the additional reductions, but will almost certainly not be sufficient to backfill all the cuts proposed by Gov. Tim Kaine in December.


Given this backdrop, here is a summary of the general fund resources the House and Senate claim in their budget amendments.  House Appropriations identifies $32.8 billion of general fund resources for the biennium, which exceeds the Senate’s figures by almost $200 million.  The major differences center on two items.  First, the House raids the Water Quality Improvement Fund, stripping out $149 million.  Second, although both committees rejected the governor’s legislation to terminate the “dealer discount” on sales tax collections, they each came up with alternatives.  The Senate Finance Committee opts for a one-time accelerated sales tax collection while the House Appropriations Committee came up with a bi-monthly sales tax collection program and a cap on the amount of discount a retailer can receive.  Also, both money committees agree to take $490 million from the “Rainy Day Fund” to pay for operations in FY09 and to establish a tax amnesty program, netting $36.3 million in FY10. 


Finally, the General Assembly wants a role in appropriating whatever funding comes from a federal stimulus package.  The House included an amendment in its budget restricting the authority of the director of the Virginia Department of Planning and Budget to appropriate non-general (federal) revenue.  This reinforces the General Assembly’s constitutional responsibility to appropriate all funds.  Legislative prerogatives are, however, somewhat problematic depending on how quickly the federal stimulus package is signed into law and ready to roll out to the states. 

What follows are amendments included in the House and Senate budgets of interest to local government.  The majority of funds mentioned are general fund; non-general funds are listed as (NGF).

Aid to local governments

State Assistance to Local Law Enforcement (HB 599)
No amendments appear in the House or Senate budgets to adjust funding from the level in the introduced budget.

Administration: Compensation Board

Sheriffs’ offices and regional jails

House:  Partially restores the total reductions to these offices and regional jails in the introduced budget from seven to five percent ($8.3 million in FY10).  (Item 69 #2h)

Senate:  No amendment.

Jails with federal inmates

House:  Requires all local and regional jails with federal inmates to basically forego state support for the federal inmates housed in their facilities.  This would generate $256,000 for the state (and cost local and regional jails that amount) (Item 70 #1h)

Senate:  No amendment.

Commissioners of the revenue

House:  Restores five percent of the 10 percent reduction in the introduced budget to these offices in FY10, for a total of $535,750.  (Item 72 #1h)

Senate: No amendment.

Commonwealth’s attorneys

House:  Restores two percent of the seven percent reductions in the introduced budget for these offices in FY10, for a total of $1.01 million.  (Item 73 #1h)

Senate:  No amendment.

Clerk of Circuit Court

House:  Restores five percent of the 10 percent reduction proposed in the introduced budget in FY10, for a total of $1.4 million.  (Item 74 #1h)

Senate:  No amendment.

Treasurers

House:  Restores five percent of the 10 percent reduction proposed in the introduced budget for these offices, for a total of $429,667.  (Item 75 #1h)

Senate:  No amendment.

Compensation and Benefits

Actuarial assumptions for local retirement contribution rates

House: Allows cities, counties and school boards (but not towns) to elect to have their retirement contribution rates based on the same assumptions as the state, as opposed to those certified by VRS.  Using the same assumptions as the state may lower retirement contribution rates in the immediate future, but potentially can result in higher rates in the long run. (Item 485 #1h)

Senate: Strikes language in the introduced budget allowing political subdivisions to elect to have their retirement contribution rates based on the same assumptions as the state, as opposed to those certified by the VRS. (Item 485 #1s)

Economic Development

Governor’s Development Opportunity Fund

House:  Includes an amendment (Item 108 #1h) providing $1.5 million for the Department of Business Assistance to support an economic development project involving Continental AG in Newport News.  The project creates 318 new jobs and invests $194 million.

Senate:  Includes a language amendment (Item 105 #4s) authorizing $1.5 million for the Continental AG project from the Opportunity Fund.  A separate amendment (Item 105 #5s) reduces funding for the Opportunity Fund by $6.3 million in FY10.  The House has no such amendment.

Planning District Commissions

House:  No amendments.

Senate:  Eliminates special FY10 appropriations for Lenowisco Planning District Commission ($86,810), George Washington Regional Commission ($27,270), Rappahannock-Rapidan Regional Commission ($27,270), and Northern Virginia Regional Commission ($154,076) (Item 110 #2s).

Clean Energy Manufacturing Grants

House:  Eliminates funding for the program (Item 121 #1h).

Senate:  Reduces funding for the program by 75 percent, leaving $500,000 (Item 121 #1s).

Virginia Economic Development Partnership

House:  Restores $500,000 in FY10 for economic development activities (Item 124.05 #1h).

Senate:  Reduces funding by $650,000 in FY10 (Item 124 #1s).

Virginia Tourism Authority

House:  Provides $3 million for tourism activities, including $1 million to expand radio and television marketing; $800,000 to expand electronic marketing, conduct media events and maintain Welcome Center operations; $500,000 to support micro-tourism leverage funds; and $700,000 to support film incentives (Item 130 #1h).

Senate:  Reduces funding by $500,000 in FY10 (Item 130 #1s).

Job Investment Program

House:  See above - House action on Governor’s Development Opportunity Fund.

Senate:  Reduces funding by $250,000 (Item 108 #4s). 

Education:  K-12 Schools
Overview


The introduced budget included a cap on the number of support positions funded by the state. Coupled with several other policy changes, including the elimination of any state funding for school construction, the end result of the policy changes was a decrease of $368 million in FY10 in direct aid to education. As introduced, the budget reductions would be permanent. Overall, the introduced budget decreased direct aid by $96 million in FY09 (1.3 percent reduction) and by $603 million in FY10 (8.2 percent reduction).


The House education budget appears to accept the permanent reduction in K-12 education while the Senate budget takes the route that the cuts included in the introduced budget are temporary, one-time actions that should not be included in next year’s rebenchmarking process. Going forward, therefore, the Senate budget is more supportive of public education than the House, even though there is slightly less funding on a per-pupil basis in FY10 in the Senate budget.

Cap on support positions

House:  Accepts the funding cap on support positions. Adds language to prohibit localities from reducing instructional positions below the number required under the Standards of Quality, and requires localities to meet required local effort to fund state funded instructional positions. (Item 140 3h) Assigns the committee studying elementary and secondary education to study the methodology for establishing a consistent funding cap process for all support positions (not just those included in the introduced budget). (Item 1 1h)

Senate:  Eliminates the funding cap on support positions but retains the $368 million reduction in spending.  School boards are given the discretion to decide where to take the funding reduction. Specifies that the reductions are not to be reflected in the calculation of rebenchmarking costs for the 2010-2012 biennum. Requires Board of Education to review reporting requirements, evaluate staffing standards for instructional positions, and review whether staffing standards should be established for support positions (Item 140 2s).  

School construction grants program

House: No amendment

Senate: Decrease of $27.5 million in basic aid funding in FY10 and restoration of $27.5 million for the school construction grants program, which was eliminated in the introduced budget. For FY10 only, allows the school construction funds to be used for operating expenses.  (Item 140 1s)

Local flexibility

House: Eliminates requirements for a local dollar match and staffing requirements for any programs funded with lottery dollars, for textbooks or for technology grants.  These provisions may help some local governments, but many already far exceed the required local effort for these programs, which help ensure that students pass required standardized tests and schools meet state accreditation standards. (Item 140 1h, Item 140 7h)

Senate: No amendment except as applies to textbooks (see below).
Textbooks

House: Allows textbook funding to be used for other operating expenses (Item 140 2h). Also see local flexibility item above.

Senate: Decrease of $39.7 million in FY10 reduces textbook funding by half. Eliminates the required local match and allows funds to be used for any public education purpose. (Item 140 6s)

Sales tax distribution

House: Decrease of $5.2 million in FY10 to reflect decreased sales tax revenues.  This figure is net of the decreased sales tax revenues and increased basic aid distributions (Item 140 13h)  

Senate: Decrease of $9.4 million in direct aid to reflect decreased sales tax revenue. This figure is net of the decreased sales tax revenues and increased basic aid distributions. (Item 140 7s)

Local budgets

House: Encourages localities to allow school boards to carry over to FY10 unexpended funds from the current year, and encourages localities to fund schools by lump sum rather than through the use of the eight allowable categories (Item 140 4h)

Senate: No amendment.
Virginia Preschool Initiative (VPI)
House: Decrease of $11.9 million in FY10 to reflect nonparticipation in the VPI program and shifts funding for two programs (enrollment loss and supplemental basic aid) from the general fund to the lottery proceeds fund. (Item 140 6h)

Senate: No amendment.
Tuition Assistance Grants Program

House: Establishes a program to allow for grants to students with disabilities attending private schools. (Item 140 11)

Senate: No amendment.
School employee health insurance program

House: No amendment.
Senate: Establishes a statewide health insurance program for school employees beginning July 1, 2010.  School divisions may make an irrevocable decision to not participate in the program. (Item 86 1 s, Item 3-2.03 1s) 

School employee early retirement program

House: Establishes a program for employees who are at least 50 years of age and have at least 25 years of service.  The school division would have the discretion to offer the program to professional, nonprofessional, or both groups of employees. Participation by each employee is at the school board’s sole discretion. Each school division may grant from 1 to 5 additional years of credible service. Schools to pay the costs at the rate of 20 percent of each participant’s annual salary multiplied by the number of years of granted creditable service.  Payment would be made either as a lump sum or in five equal annual installments.  School boards have to decide by May 15, 2009, as to whether they will participate in the program and the number of years of additional creditable service to be granted to approved participants. The election would be evidenced by resolutions approved by the school board and the local governing body. (Item 4-6.03 #1h) The last early out program offered to school employees proved to be costly to local governments.  These programs are cost effective only if the positions are not refilled for several years. 

Senate: No amendment.

Finance

Rolling stock and TVA payments

House and Senate:  Adjusts FY09 and FY10 transfer payments to localities to reflect actual distributions for Rolling Stock Taxes and Tennessee Valley Authority Payments.  Adds $403,143 in FY09 and $404,651 in FY10.  (Item 264 #1h and Item 264 #1s)

Recordation taxes  

House:  No amendment.

Senate:  Requires the Department of Taxation to convene a working group to examine the basis upon which recordation and grantor taxes are calculated, and the fiscal impact related to the current law and proposed changes in the law to state and local governments and the housing industry.  The language is companion to SB 1157.  (Item 269 #1s)

Delinquent local taxes

House:  Provides a loan to Department of Taxation to modify its computer systems if the U.S. Congress passes legislation to permit the use of federal income tax refund offsets for satisfying outstanding local taxes.  (Item 270 #1h)

Senate:  No amendment.

Use of GPS for tax allocations

House:  No amendment

Senate:  Language directs the Department of Taxation to 1) use Global Positioning System software to identify the exact location and jurisdiction of businesses remitting the one percent local option sales; 2) modify remittance forms as appropriate to help identify coding errors in tax allocations by out-of-state vendors; 3) give localities access to information-only data to so they can identify errors; and 4) report to Senate Finance and House Appropriations on options for incentives and penalties for erroneous reporting by merchants of sales and use tax data. (Item 270 #1s)

Judicial Department

Drug Courts 

House:  Eliminates state support for 14 drug courts in Virginia.  There are 14 other drug courts that do not receive state funding – they receive federal grants that have, or will soon expire.  (Item 38 #1h)

Senate:  No amendment.

Suspension of court facility mandate

House: Temporarily suspends the authority of circuit courts to enter orders requiring localities to repair or replace court facilities if they are deemed out of repair. (Item 40 #1h)

Senate:  No amendment.

Local aid to courts

House:  No amendments.

Senate:  Three amendments allow localities to directly fund staff positions or provide support positions to District Courts, Juvenile and Domestic Relations Courts, and combined District Courts.  (Items 41 #1s, 42 #1s, 43 #1s).

Health and Human Resources
Federal stimulus funding 
House:  No amendment.

Senate:  Sets out that any federal stimulus funding shall be appropriated based on a thorough review of the reductions contained in the HHR secretariat, where appropriate. (Item 282 #4s)

Comprehensive Services Act for At-Risk Youth and Families (CSA) 

State allocations
House:  Reduces the state funding to this program by an additional $2 million in FY09 due to revised estimate of expenditures for the current year. (Note:  CSA remains a sum sufficient program.)  (Item 283 #3h)

Senate:  Reduces state funding by $2 million in FY09 and by $1 million in FY10 due to a revised estimate of expenditures. (Item 283 #6s)

Intensive care coordination

House:  Language directs local management teams to work collaboratively with CSBs to develop a local plan for intensive care coordination that best meets the needs of children and families.  Together they will also determine the most appropriate and cost-effective provider of ICC services, in accordance with guidelines developed by the state council.  The state council shall establish guidelines for reasonable rates for such services and provide training and technical assistance to local teams regarding these services. This item is based on an amendment developed by VML and its local partners.  (Item 283 #1h)

Senate:  No amendment.

CSA training requirements
House:  Language directs the state office of comprehensive services to develop a plan for training sessions throughout the fiscal year and to give local governments a training calendar and timely notice of programs.  Adds the topic of building community-based services as a priority for training.  Requires the state office to report on all training conducted, the number of attendees, the funds expended, and provide summaries of evaluations of the training. This item is based on language developed by VML and its local partners.  (Item 283 #2h)

Senate:  Same amendment.  (Item 283 #7s)
Flexible use of CSA funds
House:  No amendment.

Senate:  Language directs the state CSA council to develop guidelines whereby localities could use up to 25 percent of their state pool funds to create community-based services in their locality or regionally.  Guidelines are required by July 1, 2009.  This item is based on language developed by VML and its local partners.  (Item 283 #8s)

Training for judges

House:  Directs the Executive Secretary of the Supreme Court to encourage training of Juvenile and Domestic Relations judges regarding the options available for court-ordered services (such as counseling or substance abuse treatment) for families in truancy case prior to initiation of other remedies (such as jail time, fines, or foster care). (Item 33 #1h)

Senate:  No amendment.

Educational costs for children in CSA residential placements
House: Requires Department of Education to work with Office of Comprehensive Services to ensure that there is enough funding to pay for educational services of students who have been place in state or private facilities to meet the educational needs of the students as prescribed in the student’s Individualized Education Plan. (Item 140 #8h)

Senate: No amendment.
Department of Health
Rescue squad funding:  4.25-for-Life
House:  Restores $1 million of the proposed reduction to the rescue squad assistance fund from the introduced budget.  The introduced budget took revenues from $.25 of the $4.25-for-life fund and gave it to State Police to help support med-flight operations. (Item 290 #1h)

Senate:  Transfers $9.45 million from the $4.25 for life fund to the general fund for FY10 only.  The proceeds from the remaining $2.50 fee will go for the intended purpose of recruitment, retention, training and equipment for volunteer rescue squads. (Item 3-1.01 #5s)
Poison control centers

House:  No amendment.

Senate:  Restores $1 million removed in the introduced for the state’s three poison control centers.  It also removes funding to consolidate the three centers into one.  A separate amendment requires the Joint Commission on Health to study funding for poison control center.  These centers answer questions and assist consumers, and also perform training for rescue squads and other local emergency response personnel. (Item 297 #9s and Item 11 #2s)
Drinking water

House:  No amendment.

Senate:  Eliminates $2.6 million in state funding in FY10 for grants provided for community-level drinking water infrastructure improvements.  State funding was begun in 2006 when the federal government reduced grant funding to Virginia for drinking water programs.  (Item 298 #1s)

Department of Health Professions

Disposal of unused pharmaceuticals

House:  Directs the Board of Pharmacy to work with the Secretary of HHR and State Police to continue planning for an unused pharmaceuticals disposal program, and to look for any sources of federal, state, local or private funding to implement the program.  (Item 303 #1h)

Senate:  No amendment.

Medical Assistance Services (Medicaid)
Mental retardation waivers

House:  Restores 200 waiver slots for FY09 that were eliminated in the introduced budget, and adds 200 additional slots for FY10 for a cost of $9.31 million in state funds, matched by the same amount of federal funds.  (Item 306 #4h)

Senate:  No amendment.
Mental Health, Mental Retardation, and Substance Abuse Services

State facilities for children’s mental health services

House:  Deletes language from the introduced budget that would close the Commonwealth Center for Children and Adolescents (CCCA) by July 1.  Directs the Commissioner of MHMRSAS to convene a work group to examine the current and future role of the state and private providers in providing acute psychiatric services for youth.  A report is due Nov. 1, 2009. (Item 315 #1h)  Funding restored at $6.22 million and $1.8 million NGF in FY10; strikes the $2.1 million from introduced budget that would be used for private psychiatric placements for youth. (Item 320 #1h)
Senate:  Directs that the CCCA and the adolescent unit at Southwestern Virginia Mental Health Institute (SWVMHI) begin operating at 50 percent capacity as of July 1, 2009, and that the Commissioner of MHMRSAS convene a work group to examine the role of these facilities in providing services to children. (Item 315 #9s)  Funding for CCCA restored at $4 million and 1 million (NGF) in FY10; restores $700,000 for SWVMHI; retains the $2.1 million from introduced budget to be used for private psychiatric placements for youth. (Item 320 #3s and Item 320 #4s)
Inpatient services for children

House:  No amendment.

Senate:  Directs the Commissioner of MHMRSAS to issue a request for proposals to contract for inpatient psychiatric services for youth as a result of downsizing of services at CCCA and SWVMI.  (Item 320 #5s)

Southeastern Virginia Training Center (SEVTC)

House:  Strikes language closing this facility and directs the Commissioner of MHMRSAS to on a state and community planning team to plan for rebuilding a 75-bed facility and constructing community housing.  Also requires fast tracking licensing an certification of community facilities. (Item 315 #2h) 

Senate:  Delays closure of the center until Dec. 31, 2009, and requires regular progress reports on plans to place residents in community facilities or housing.  (Item 315 #10s)

Diverting opioid dependent people from jail

House:  No amendment

Senate:  Directs state and local behavioral health staff, corrections staff and the Supreme Court staff to develop a plan to expand use of community medical detox treatments to divert opioid dependent individuals from jails.  (Item 316 #8s)

Part C – early intervention funding

House:  Adds $1.5 million in FY10 for Part C early intervention services (birth to 2 years of age) addressing developmental disabilities and autism spectrum disorders.  (Item 316 #1h)

Senate:  No amendment.

Study of CSB community-based funding distribution

House:  No amendment.

Senate:  Directs Commissioner of MHMRSAS to report to the General Assembly on the implications of distributing funding provided in the last session for community-based mental health services based on the per capita populations served by each CSB as opposed to an existing formula that uses ranges of populations served.  (Item 316 #11s)

Department of Social Services

Auxiliary Grants

House:  No amendment.

Senate:  Reduces $1.7 million from the maximum payment rate for auxiliary grant homes by three percent effective July 1, 2009.  (Item 341 #3s)

Eligibility determination

House:  Modifies language from the introduced budget regarding a streamlined eligibility determination process carried out by local social services to require that JLARC and the Auditor of Public Accounts review and comment on any plan before it is submitted to the federal government for approval.  Funding to implement the plan is contingent upon approval of the 2010 General Assembly.  (Item 346 #3h)
Senate:  Also modifies language from the introduced budget.  Requires the state to develop and submit to the General Assembly by Oct. 15 a plan explaining how streamlining would work.  (Item 346 #7s)

Natural Resources

Water Quality Improvement Fund (WQIF)
House:  Transfers $149 million in WQIF cash balances to the state general fund.  The amendment states that this sum would be restored to the WQIF to the extent that any federal stimulus funding is given to the state.  Note:  Such a transfer puts at risk reimbursements to 41 local governments for work completed or underway as a part of grant agreements with DEQ. VML has compiled a chart listing the balances at risk for those 41 localities.  It appears at the end of this budget analysis.  (Item 3-1.01 #3h)
Senate:  No amendment.

Soil and water district representation

House:  Language directs the Office of Attorney General to provide legal representation at no charge to soil and water conservation districts, upon request (Item 56 #1h)

Senate:  No amendment.

Legislative Agencies and Commissions

Commission on Energy & Environment

House: No amendment.
Senate:  Provides $20,975 in FY10 to support this commission, which was established by the 2008 General Assembly.  (Item 28.20 #1s)

Study of Courts

House:  No amendment.

Senate:  Directs the Joint Legislative Audit and Review Commission (JLARC) to study the funding of District and Circuit Courts in Virginia.; report is due Nov. 1, 2009.  (Item 29 #1s)

Study of Court House Construction

House:  No amendment.

Senate:  Directs JLARC to study the funding of courthouse construction, operation, and maintenance, including the extent to which the current fee structure provides an equitable, efficient, and sufficient source of revenue for this purpose across Virginia. (Item 29 #2s)

Public Safety

Department of Corrections

State assistance for local and regional jail construction

House:   Deletes language approving jail renovations or expansions for a number of counties, the City of Newport News, and Rockbridge Regional Jail; amends language for a project including Martinsville, Patrick, and Henry Counties to include only a replacement jail for Patrick County; calls for a joint subcommittee study of the commonwealth’s policies and funding of local and regional jail capital and operational expenses. (Item 388 #1h)

Senate:  Deletes language approving jail renovations or expansions for the same localities listed above, as well as City of Roanoke; and calls for same joint subcommittee study of state funding for construction and operations in local and regional jails.  (Item 388 #3s)
Electronic incarceration

House:  No amendment.

Senate:  Directs the Department of Corrections, working with regional jails, sheriffs, and others, to develop a pilot program to expand the use of electronic incarceration pursuant to SB 1540.  (Item  387 #3s)

Early release

House:  Eliminates the proposed policy from the introduced budget to permit Corrections to allow an additional 60 days early release for nonviolent offenders (Item 391#1h)

Senate:  Restricts the definition of offenders who would qualify for early release program as proposed in the introduced budget.  (Item 391 #1s)

Criminal Justice Services

Center for policing innovation
House:  No amendment.

Senate:  Reduces funding in FY10 from $150,000 to $100,000.  Funding is provided to pay for basic training to local law enforcement agencies in Virginia in immigration law and policy and Spanish language.  (Item 395 #2s)

Local community corrections

House:  No amendment.

Senate:  Reduces by $1.5 million the proposed increase in funding for FY10 for local community corrections and pretrial release programs.  The budget had included an increase of $3 million for this program in FY10.  The adjusted increase is expected to result in about 3,000 diversions from jail during FY10.  (Item 395 #3s)

Juvenile Justice

Virginia Community Crime Control Act (VJCCCA)
House:  Language authorizes the Department of Juvenile Justice to more quickly reprogram VJCCCA funds returned to the state by localities to other local programs that demonstrate the greatest effectiveness in juvenile crime prevention.  Current budget language inadvertently forces a one-year lag in reprogramming funds.  (Item 411 #1h)

Senate:  Same as House (Item 411 #1s)

Transportation

Transportation revenues

Neither the House nor the Senate budget packages include any money amendments.  Both accept the $670 million reduction proposed in the introduced budget.

VDOT reorganization

House:  Language details the policies and procedures VDOT must use to allocate the dollar reductions included in the introduced budget.  The budget bill cuts the VDOT budget by $575 million over fiscal years 2009 and 2010, but did not specify the programs and services to be reduced.  This language requires VDOT to develop a plan for the governor, General Assembly and Commonwealth Transportation Board.  The language also mandates VDOT to report quarterly on the reorganization’s progress.  (Item 462.05 #1h)

Senate:  Includes a similar language amendment (Item 462.05 #1s).

Subsidizing transit operations

House:  Language authorizes the Department of Rail and Public Transportation to set aside 10 percent of transit capital funds to be used for one-time additional transit operating support.  The money would be made available through a grant process with priority given to localities supporting transit services at levels higher than the average local support is for such services. (Item 449 #1h)

Senate:  Includes a similar language amendment (Item 449 #1s).
